FOUR ABSOLUTES

In his autobiography, Ravi Zacharias recounts a speech he gave to UN ambassadors in which he listed "the four absolutes we all have in our minds": love, justice, evil and forgiveness.

Love is a motivating & guiding force in life.  We know what it means to have a loving parent, or to love our spouse or children.  Beyond love, we also cry for justice - perhaps particularly so when we are on the receiving end of injustice.

Although we may not like to use the term "evil", we do have a good idea what it is.  If someone deceives or betrays or hurts us, we know that it is morally wrong.  Finally, according to Ravi, the fourth absolute is forgiveness, and anyone who has ever done wrong recognises the grace that is expressed when someone says "I forgive you".

He concluded his speech with the claim that love, justice, evil and forgiveness converge only at the cross of Christ:  "Evil in the heart of man, shown in the crucifixion; love in the heart of God who gave his Son; forgiveness because of the grace of Christ; and justice because of the law of God revealed."
